National Corvette Museum in Bowling Green, 

KY  built an all new track facility at the NCM 

site. This 184 acre facilities track was completed 

at the end of last year and ran its first SCCA 

competition event June 16-17, 2015. This $20 

million track facility consists of a west and east 

course and when combined into the Grand 

Course creates an exciting 3.15 mile extremely 

technical course. 
  
Danny Kellermeyer, the driver of the #37 C6 yellow Matick, Corvette Central Corvette, which is presently 

leading the series points in both the SCCA Great Lakes championship and the WHRRI Touring 1 

Championship, decided to race at the tracks first SCCA competition event. ñThis new NCM Motorsports 

track was on my list of things to do this year and we were going to tackle this track with vengeancesò, said 

Danny. ñI love studying new tracks and this track was going to be new to everyone. It was a fun event as I 

was able to have my family all together at the track. Itôs not often I have been able do thatò.  
 

The track consisted of three sections where over 125 mph could be obtained, two of those areas continue 

into carousels where 95 and 100 mph are maintained. Add in 23 turns, a LeMan straight, a 30 ft sink hole 

drop, a 75 mph chicane in the front straight and you have the most technical track anywhere. ñI thought I 

had the track figured out before I got there but found out how wrong I wasò, said Danny. ñI did not 

calculate for all of the elevation changes. The complete track is rolling except for the front straightò. 
 

The #37 emerged triumphant as it won both of the races 

and set a new track record each day. ñThe #37 Matick 

Chevy, Corvette Central, Hawk performance Corvette 

will go down in history as the first Corvette to win at 

NCM Motorsports Park in a Competition eventò, said 

Kellermeyer. ñI set the record the first race and then 

broke the record by 1.5 seconds on the second raceò.  

The DJ Racing Teammate Tom Janos of Clio, MI 

finished second to Danny in his C6 Corvette in both 

races. Tom has short track racing experience, and three 

years ago decided to do some Corvette road racing. The 

two Corvettes ran extremely well even though the 

temperature was just below 100° on both days.
